ing to a rock style bonsai. In this 
style, the tree is planted directly into 
a rock cavity. Usually the stone and 
the tree must be in harmony with 
each other. The shape of the stone, 
the moss and the presence of smaller 
plants are all important elements. 
Harvey will discuss all this and dem-
onstrate how to put them together.  
 
Harvey Carapella is a retired graphic 
designer and teacher at the Rochester 
Institute of Technology as well as 
past president of our club. For over 
thirty years he has worked to apply 
his knowledge of design to the art of 
bonsai and has made presentations to 
several bonsai conferences.
